Kilbirnie has a long history as a football town. The Junior, Amateur and Boys sides from the
town have had their fare share of successes over the years but perhaps the biggest success
came in 2006. Many people may ask what happened in 2006 and the answer may come
as a surprise to those not associated with KCFC. It was in 2006 that the teams in the town
decided to come together and form a Community Football Club to help the development
of football in Kilbirnie.

It is never easy to bring together existing teams with their own histories and personalities
and form a new organisation but in Kilbirnie the football people came together, forgot the
past and focused on creating a bright new future for the young people of the town. The
Scottish FA had just launched the Quality Mark accreditation scheme and who better to take
them through the process than local Scottish FA Regional Manager and Kilbirnie man, Ritchie
Wilson.

The Quality Mark Accreditation Scheme is run by the Scottish FA in partnership with McDonald’s
and recognises proactive clubs working to increase youth and community participation. Clubs
receive the Quality Mark Award after meeting a series of stringent criteria in areas such as
coach and player development, management, administration, welfare, and planning. Kilbirnie
originally aimed at the middle, Development Level award and after a few months hard work
with many attendees going on coaching, first aid and child protection courses, the Development
award was achieved.

I was appointed to my Club Development post in 2007 and it was great to see a growing
club like Kilbirnie that was not resting on their laurels and were keen to develop to the next
level. The girls’ section has continued to grow to allow the female football players in the
town the same opportunity as the males, the boys teams have continued to be successful,
a new Amateur team is in the process of being born and the reformation of the Valley
Veterans is another step on the complete player pathway that now exists.

In December 2008 KCFC were awarded the SFA
Quality Mark Community Level. This is the top
level possible and the Club have become one of
only seven clubs in Scotland that have reached
this Community level of award. The Club has a
plan to continue to grow and lobby for improved
facilities and we at the Scottish FA are determined
to be with the club and the community as it
continues to grow from strength to strength.
